• It is forbidden to lend, give or rent all or part of your stall, 
or to display stuff outside of the provided place. Failure to 
comply with these rules expose the exponent to be excluded 
from the event. Reminder : the depth of each stall is 1,80 
meters.

• In case of exponent sharing a stall, each one should fulfill 
a registration file and add the mention of the sharing on it. 

The organizer reserves the right to select only one of the 
applicants, thus cancelling the sharing of the stall.

•  Every person on the stall should have been mentioned on 
the registration file in order to get their badge.

•  Each exponent can display and decorate their stall according 
to their taste, as long as they do not exceed the maximal 
permitted depth. 

• Each exponent must be present for the entire duration 
of the event. Failure to comply with these rules expose the 
exponent to be excluded from the event.

•  None of the stalls should be put away before Sunday, the 
25th of October at 6pm.
